RESPONSE TO INTERVENTION (RtI) 

ÁWhat is it? 

ÁRTI is a multi-step approach to provide high quality interventions while 
carefully monitoring student progress. The information gained from an RTI 
process is used by school personnel and parents to adapt instruction and to 
determine the educational needs of the child. 

 

Á How is it organized? 

ÁTeachers meet weekly to discuss student needs and develop an intervention 
plan for individuals and small groups. Student progress data is collected and 
tracked.

Standards Based Grading Policy 

Definition:  grading and grade reporting indicate what a student 

has learned and is able to do relative to the content standards 
 

Purpose: to describe a studentõs learning regarding how well 

he/she has achieved proficiency in the adopted content standards 

indicated by the content strands.  
 

Grade Reporting: 

·Product 

·Process 

·Progress  

 



Product: relates to studentsõ specific achievements 
or levels of performance.  They describe what a student 

knows and is able to do at a particular point in time 

relative to the expectation of mastering the standard.  

Product Grade                         Explanation of Product Grade 

4 Student work is consistently beyond expectations for this 

trimester. 
3 Student work meets expectations for this trimester. 

2 Student work is approaching but does not meet 

expectations for this trimester. 
1 Student work shows little or no progress and is not 

approaching expectations for this trimester. 
IE Student did not provide sufficient evidence to assess 

student proficiency. 
NA Not assessed during this trimester. 



Evidence of Learning Required 

 

· It is critical that students submit work 

in order to gauge their learning. 

· If work does not come in, programs 
and consequences in place to 
encourage submission of work.  

·A zero is not an option ς teachers need 
to see the evidence of the learning 



IE (Insufficient Evidence) 

 

· If work still does not come in ς student 

receives an IE on report card 

·A student will serve social suspension 
immediately upon official notification of 
receiving an IE status on either the report 
card or progress report.  

·Social suspension will remain in effect until 
the IE status is resolved but no longer than 
thirty (30) days 



Process: (Learner Quality strands) relates to how a student 

got to the level of performance; the effort and work habits 
students demonstrate.  The following learner qualities will 
receive a Process Grade:

Progress: relates to how much an individual student 

gains/grows from their learning experiences within the 

trimester.  Progress information is reported to parents by the 

use of narrative comment(s) on the report card.

        Teachers will notify the parents of any student who is  

        in danger of failing the trimester, or at any point when 

        the studentõs achievement is significantly declining. 
 



Overall Trimester Grade 
Á  All product strands will be weighted equally. 

Á  The MEDIAN of the product strands will determine the      

trimester grade.  

Á A grade of 2 (approaching standard) represents a passing grade 

 

Final (year-end) Subject Grade 

ÁA grade will be determined by calculating the median     of   

the trimester subject grades.  

Á   A grade of ô2õ represents a passing grade 



Homework Policy 

Definition:  

   Homework is an out-of-class assignment to 
support learning in which most ς if not all ς work 
is completed outside the classroom. 

 

 

Purpose: 
   The purpose of homework is to support learning in 

one of four ways:  

·Preparation 

·Checking for Understanding 

·Practice 

·Extension of learning 

 



Purpose of Homework  (conõt) 

·Preparation:  provides background information which 
allows students to gather/organize information before 
a lesson/instruction 

·Checking for Understanding: provides students and

·Practice: reinforces newly acquired knowledge and 
skills  

·Extension of learning: provides the pursuit of further 
knowledge and/or higher level cognitive applications, 
or a comprehensive assignment in which students 
have been provided current instruction or oppor-
tunity to practice that needs to be finalized at home.
