	Organization 

	Student presents information in logical, interesting manner. Followed persuasive organizer accurately.
	Student presents information in a logical manner. It is clear that student followed the persuasive organizer.
	Audience may have difficulty following presentation. Student did not directly follow persuasive organizer.
	Audience cannot understand presentation. It is clear that the persuasive organizer was not used.

	Speaks Clearly 
	Speaks clearly and distinctly all the time, and mispronounces no words. 
	Speaks clearly and distinctly all the time, but may mispronounce one word. 
	Speaks clearly and distinctly most of the time. Mispronounces no more than two words. 
	Often mumbles or can not be understood OR mispronounces more than three words. 

	Poster board 
	Poster board is extremely unique and creative. Contains all of the necessary items. 
	Poster board is creative and contains all of the required items.
	Poster board may be lacking in creativity. May not contain all items.
	It is clear that student did not put time and effort into the poster board.

	Volume 
	Volume is loud enough to be heard by all audience members throughout the presentation. 
	Volume is loud enough to be heard by all audience members at least 90% of the time. 
	Volume is loud enough to be heard by all audience members at least 80% of the time. 
	Volume often too soft to be heard by all audience members. 

	Creativity
	Student presents information in an insightful, unique way that engages all audience members. Student does not read from the index cards.
	Student presents information in a creative manner that engages most audience members Student uses index cards as a guide.
	Student may present information in a typical fashion, which does not keep all audience members engaged. Relies too much on the index cards.
	Not much creativity was put into this presentation. The audience is not engaged. 

	Preparedness 
	Student is completely prepared and has obviously rehearsed. 
	Student seems pretty prepared, but might have needed a couple more rehearsals. 
	The student is somewhat prepared, but it is clear that rehearsal was lacking. 
	Student does not seem at all prepared to present. 

	Posture and Eye Contact


	Stands up straight, looks relaxed and confident. Establishes eye contact with everyone in the room during the presentation.
	Stands up straight and establishes eye contact with everyone in the room during the presentation.
	Sometimes stands up straight and establishes eye contact.
	Slouches and/or does not look at people during the presentation.

	Persuasive Language


	Student has a clear, persuasive argument for both presentations. Use of persuasive language is outstanding.
	Student has a persuasive argument for both presentations. Student does well with persuasive language.
	Student may not have a persuasive argument for both presentations. Needs to work on use of persuasive language.
	Student does not have a persuasive argument at all. Student is not persuasive.
