· When an assignment is due, I will collect it from you. Once I correct it and pass it back, you will put it in your “Reading Folder” (unless you need to revise it).
· You will log in the books on your log sheet if you meet or exceed expectations. YOU MUST DO THIS CORRECTLY!
· The books I read to you in class will also count toward your Reading Engagement grade. Put those on your log sheet too!
· The books that other content teachers read to you in class, Literacy, Reading, or during advisory will count toward the Reading Engagement grade.

· I will be keeping track of the books you have read using the reading charts in my classroom. These are also to help you keep track of the number of books you have documented.
Quote Sandwich Assignment

· You must receive a 3, 3.5, or 4 in the Criteria section on the Quote Sandwich rubric for it to count as a book towards your Reading Engagement grade. If you receive a lower grade, you have the opportunity to redo the assignment until it meets or exceeds the standard.
· The Quote Sandwich must be typed or written in blue or black ink only.
· Your Quote Sandwich counts as 1 Conventions grade and 1 Literature grade.
· For all 3 trimesters, you may choose your focus: theme, character analysis, or character change.

· The graphic organizer is optional, but if you have difficulty with this assignment, I encourage you to use it.
Remember…

· If you complete a Quote Sandwich assignment, and you do not receive a 3, 3.5, or 4, you will have the opportunity to redo the assignment for a better grade. I will assign redo dates.
