My Middle School Scrapbook

Since you arrived at ASFMS you have changed and grown so much. You have had wonderful and not so wonderful experiences in the last 3 years that you will never forget. All of what you have done and experienced will help to shape the person you become. Reflecting on your experiences is an effective way of ensuring that you become the person you want to be. This project is designed to help you think about yourself as a person, the changes you have gone through in the last 3 years, the goals you have for yourself in the future, and what middle school means to you.

Project Overview

· You will be creating a scrapbook of reflections, memories, and insights of yourself and your experiences over the past 3 years in middle school.

· There are 6 required items for your scrapbook and you will have a choice of the other items you put in the book. You should have a total of 11 entries in your scrapbook.

· We will work on all the rough drafts for the entries in class. Each of these entries will have a due date.

· You will then be given a set amount of time in class to do the final drafts of these entries and to compile the rest of the scrapbook.

· THE COMPLETED SCRAPBOOK IS DUE WEDNESDAY, JUNE 16TH.

REQUIRED ITEMS

· You need a unique and creative cover design, which includes your name.
· Thank You Letter to the adult that has helped you the most in middle school. Explain how that person was a help to you and why you appreciate that person (you will need 2 copies of that letter).

·  “I used to…but now” worksheet

· “Completely Me” worksheet
· “Future page” The car, career, etc.  you wish to have in the future. You may decide to include your past and present ambitions-jobs, dreams, goals, etc. Use pictures as well as writing to explain what they are and why you chose them. 
· “Remember When…” page filled with your favorite memories over the past 3 years (you need at least 8 memories).

OTHER OPTIONS

· A-Z memory section
· 1 or 2 sided picture collage depicting friends, family, sports, hobbies (appropriate), and accomplishments.
· “Favorite Quote Page” filled with a minimum of 6 quotes that relate to your life and the way you feel. They can be from famous people, friends, parents, etc.
· Poem that represents you as a middle school student (This can be an acrostic poem, “I AM” poem, Biopoem, Free verse, etc.)
· Theme song worksheet

· “Fads Page” describing all of the clothes, technology, music, and hair trends of your middle school year.
· “Greatest Lesson Learned” page filled with at least 5 important things you have learned about yourself over the past 3 years.
· Comic strip cartoon depicting a typical middle school situation.
· Book dedication page with a paragraph about why you chose to dedicate your book to this person.
· “Your Life Timeline” page filled with a detailed account of important events you have lived through-first birthday, first sports game, new siblings, first day of middle school, etc. Use pictures as well! 

· “Favorite Family Moments” page filled with different events that highlight your family’s history in a detailed paragraph. Does your family have special food or other traditions to celebrate on holidays? Do you have a favorite family vacation? Does your Aunt Sue tell the same embarrassing story about when you were 5 and wet the bed? Do you have a family tree? What can you tell about each member of your family? How did your parents meet? 
· Letters from Mom, Dad, Grandparents, whomever-talk to a family member and see if they would be willing to write a letter to you upon your departure from ASFMS. Perhaps they can reflect on how you have grown up, some memorable moments, what they look forward to watching you do in the future. This letter can be handwritten. (I will not be reading these letters in any shape or form. The letter is between you and your family member. I will only check it off to see that it has been done.)
