Sound Poem
Directions: 

1. Take the melody of your favorite song---and without writing any words down on paper---compose new lyrics for it.  Your new words should fit the melody exactly, using the same rhyme scheme and meter, but your lyrics should tell a different story or explore a different mood.  Compose the new lyrics entirely in your head by singing them to the original tune. (Don’t cheat by writing them down.) Perform the new lyrics by singing them---no matter how bad your voice may be!
2. Write down the lyrics you composed and evaluate them as a poem.  Revise and condense as needed.
