“I’d Never Buy….or Would I?”
Persuasive Presentation

You have created a list of items that you feel as though you would never buy. After reviewing the list, you need to choose one of those items. You will be doing a presentation on why you would never buy that item and why you would buy that item. This is going to force you to look at the counterargument, which can be difficult in persuasive writing.  Follow the directions below to prepare for your presentation.

· For your presentation, you will need a poster board and index cards.

· One side of the poster will relate to why you would never buy this item, and the other side will be about why you would buy this item.

· On the index cards, you will write notes for your persuasive presentation.

Directions for poster board: 

· You can use a small poster board. Any color is acceptable.

· You must have a clear visual of the product (drawn, cut out, printed from computer).

· The product must be clearly labeled.

· You can add other graphics that relate to the product (in a negative/positive way).
· You must clearly list the 3 reasons why you would/would not buy the product.

· Remember, you are decorating both sides of the poster board. One side tells why you would not buy the product; the other side tells why you would!

Directions for presentation: 

· You will complete the presentation organizer to help you sort out your ideas.

· You will write your final ideas on your index cards.

· You do not need to use the index cards during the presentation, but it may be helpful.

· You will first present one argument, and then you will flip the poster around and present the other argument.  

· You will be assessed with the Persuasive Presentation Rubric.

· This will be a grade in the Speaking, Listening, and Viewing standard.

· Your presentation should be no longer than 6 minutes.

· Remember to be confident and persuasive!!!
