· Choose ONE character that you read about and think about a LESSON learned by that character. 

· There can be many themes to a story, but try to stick to one theme so your focus is clear.

· Find a part of the text that supports the theme (lesson learned)
· For example, if you said your character learned to accept other’s differences, then your quote will focus ONLY on this theme.

***Remember, quoting the text is another way of saying copying the text. You can quote any part of the text…dialogue or not.


***If you do quote dialogue, you need SINGLE quotation marks to represent the dialogue AND DOUBLE quotation marks to represent you are copying someone else’s words.


Ex:  “ ‘ __________(place dialogue here)______’ ” (pg).
