Criteria for the Selection Procedure for Students Eligible for NJHS Membership

The National Junior Honor Society candidate is considered on the basis of scholarship, service, leadership, citizenship and character.

· Scholarship
A candidate must maintain honor roll status each trimester of the school year.

· Service
A candidate should be a member of or participate in at least one school club, organization or project.  Factors such as participating on teams, serving as an aide, participating in community affairs or working on school or class projects and activities would be considered.

· Leadership
A candidate must demonstrate leadership in classroom work and discussions, in school activities or hold an elected office.  Qualities such as dependability, reliability or influence on peers in upholding school ideals would be considered.

· Citizenship
A candidate must have proper respect for classmates, school property and the community.

· Character
A candidate does not have a record of disciplinary referral or unexcused absences.
