April Book Project
“Can We Talk?”


Ok guys, I’ve been asking you to quiet down all year, now its time to make some noise!  For your April book project, you will prepare and deliver an oral presentation to your class.  You may choose one of four options.

Option #1 Please prepare and deliver a speech nominating a character from your book for political office.  You may choose the character and the office.  You must include personal qualities, talents and attributes.  Use quotes from the book to strengthen your argument.

Option #2 Please prepare and deliver a public service announcement based on an issue in your book (you may only choose this option if your book deals with a social issue.)  Be sure to do some research so that you can accurately convey the importance of public awareness regarding you message.

Option #3 Prepare and deliver a commercial “selling” your book.  Create a catchy slogan, jingle or gimmick that will engage you audience and entice them to read the book.  You will need to explain the plot, characters and setting in your ad.
Option #4 Prepare and deliver an appeal to you local school committee explaining why your book should be required reading for all students.  You will need to discuss the genre, author’s message, relevance and universal appeal.

Your presentation must be no shorter than three and no longer than five minutes in duration.  You may use props, signs, charts, puppets etc. to add interest to your presentation.  You will need note cards and a script, but you may not read directly from them.  Therefore, you must have your presentation pretty well memorized before you begin.  You should practice this at home!

* Eye contact, body language, posture and voice control will be assessed.
