Body Mapping Project
You will create a “visual/textual” character analysis on an oversized sheet of construction paper.  One aspect of the poster will be visual and should represent artistically what you thin your character looks like.  You my choose the materials (crayon, markers, colored pencils, fabric, feathers, yarn or any combination) that you think will best capture the look and the “personality” of your character.  I will give you the outline – you will complete the visual representation – think paper dolls!


The second part of the project will include text based character analysis.  On 3 x 5 index cards, you will introduce a body part idea and explain how this idea is evidenced in the book.  Then you must write the quote from the book and one or two sentences explaining how and why this body part idea is a true character trait.  This is your quote sandwich – you will need eight quote sandwiches in all.
Ex. Diamond Skinner – Eyes – Windows on the world

Diamond Skinner is a born and bred mountain boy.  He is most comfortable and at home living side by side with the natural world.  This is exemplified when he took Lou and Oz up into his tree house, “See a body coming from miles away,” proclaimed Diamond, sweeping his hand across his kingdom.” (139) Later in the same scene he tells Lou and Oz, “Ain’t need no money.  Got me all I need right here on this mountain.”  Diamond considers everything in his vision to be his.  Since he has no real home, he is not limited by ownership of physical space.  Therefore he considers the whole world (or at least the view from the top of the mountain) his home.


I will supply the outline of the characters to trace on to your construction paper.  I will also supply the paper, markers, colored pencils, crayons, scissors and glue.  Any other materials must be brought in from home.  We will compete the visual representation in class.


You must buy or create 2x5 cards.  All quote sandwiches will be completed at home and attached in school.


I will assign due dates for each step of the project as we go – be sure to check the board and your agenda frequently.  Keep this and all other project related information in your folder.

Body Mapping

Consider the character from your Positive Profile.  Use the outline profile provided for you to create your Body Map.  On one side of the body, you will present a drawing of how that character looks.  On the other side, you will do body mapping.  Be sure to reference the text for all description.

You will create entries that are connected to the body but represent character traits or qualities of your chosen character.  Include evidence of at lease 8 of the following ideas.  For each entry, you must write a quote sandwich (introduce the quote, explain the quote).  Position the textual proof accordingly and be sure to include page numbers as your reference the text.
· Funny bone – what does your character find humorous?

· Achilles heel – what is a weakness of your character?

· Heart strings – what emotional entreaty is your character susceptible to?

· Knee-jerk – relate an incident that causes your character to react in haste.

· Eyes – Windows on the world – how does your character view his/her world/environment?

· Mouth – Sharp tongue – does your character speak harshly?

· Mouth – what is your character’s favorite food?

· Hands – does your character have cold hands, strong hands, delicate hands, farmer’s hands, writer’s hands?  Why?

· Shoulders – what is the weight of the world brought to bear upon your character?

· Pain in the neck – who/what is troublesome to your character?

· Hole in the head – what your character needs least
