Check list for spiral book…
At this point you should have your entire book cut out – most of you have and you are in the process of taping.  All books must be taped together by March 8th.

You need to fill 20 pages with text and graphics.  You should be working nightly and in school on writing your pages.  Each page must have 2-3 sentences and graphics.  Your text and graphics need to be sized accordingly – large font and graphics for big pages, text and graphics should get smaller as you go deeper into the book.


Your book must read like a coherent report, not a list of facts!


Your first page will be your final table of contents – you will do this LAST!!!

DO NOT write or draw directly onto ANY pages.  All text and graphics must be created separately and glued in the book.


You must provide a bibliography, with at least three sources, at the completion of this project.

At least one of the sources must be a book.  We spent a considerable amount of time in the library and you have the sheet which gives examples of proper bibliography format.  Your bibliography must be typed, or handwritten in blue or black ink, on a separate sheet of paper and handed in the day the project is due.

Now would be a good time to reread your entire project packet.  Make sure you understand the project, criteria for grading and you are paying attention to the due date time line.  Check your work journal for accuracy and be sure you are getting it signed.

You effort and progress so far has been amazing – keep it up!

Spiral Book Assessment Sheet
