Good books are filled with interesting plot elements combined with original ideas and compelling concepts.  Authors create stories where each piece of a puzzle works with the others to create a world in and of itself.  Readers, then, are transported to new and unknown places, with both flawed and familiar characters on adventures that are both entertaining and enlightening.  

For your Feburary Book Project, you will complete the plot puzzle.  Each puzzle piece should contain 4-6 adjectives that describe the plot element. Be sure to stay within the lines. On the blank side of the puzzle, you will recreate one of your favorite scenes from the book.  You must fill all of the puzzle pieces, and, like a good puzzle, the pieces must come together to create a whole picture. 

Please use crayon or colored pencils.  Marker will bleed through the paper.  Your art work must be original – you must create your own picture.  We will cut and mount our puzzles in class on Wed. March 3, 2010.
