




January Book Project

Each new year, people the world over make resolutions that will help or improve their lives.  People vow to lose weight, save more money, be kinder to friends and family or work harder in school.  Very often, people give up on their resolutions because they lack a good plan or serious intent to follow through.


For you January Book Project, you will choose a major character in the book you are reading and create a New Year’s Resolution for them.  The resolution must be one that would help your character to avoid the conflict(s) they encountered in the novel.   You must include character analysis and at least three quote sandwiches to prove that your character has an issue that needs resolving.


Format:  Six to eight sentences that summarize your novel.  

Analytical essay (at least two paragraphs) explaining your character’s conflict.  These two paragraphs must include at least three quote sandwiches.
Six to eight sentence resolution pledge, by your character (use the voice of your character) explaining why he or she is making the resolution and a plan to keep it.
