March Book Project

For this month’s book project, you will create FOUND POEMS. Go back through your March book and reread and select words, lines and phrases that you consider powerful, telling or significant.  Look for lines containing figurative language, sensory details or imagery.  Create a list of 30-40 phrases. 


Using a minimum of 30 phrases (NOT COMPLETE SENTENCES) you will recreate your book in the form of a poem.  Be as creative as you can with the placement of the lines and phrases while keeping the essence of the story.


Exemplar: The following is a FOUND POEM that was created from the novel Wish You Well by David Baldacci.

Jack Cardinal was lost  

Lou looked away – 
a ruined mother in her wake

Oz clutched the teddy bear

Might as well be orphans
