



    May Book Project

It is said that one can tell a great deal about a person based on what they read.  Now that we are almost finished grade seven, you should have read close to twenty-five books just this year!  Please look at your reading folder to re-familiarize yourself with the titles.  What does the list tell you about your reading preferences and your personality?

Project criteria – choose any character from your May book.  You should choose a dynamic character, rather than a static character.  You will have more information to work with and you can write a better analysis and rationale. Write a 6-8 sentence paragraph describing the character, their circumstances and their role in the story.  Be sure to include both physical and personality traits. 


Then you must choose five books that you have read (they do not all have to have been read this year) that you think your chosen character would like or should read.  Please write a brief description of the book and a rationale for why you chose it for your character.  Each description/rationale must be 6-8 sentences long. Each must be a real book – previously read by you.  Consider the following when writing each paragraph:



What is the book about?



Should your character read it to learn a lesson or for entertainment?  


Why?


Explain how your character will benefit from the experience of  


 reading the book.


What is the book’s theme or message and how does that relate to 


your character?
