Book Project – Photo Album     

               Think about the events that happened in your book. Decide which scenes from the book a character would want to remember. Then draw several “photos” that depict memorable scenes. You must choose at least 10 scenes that characters (real or fictional) want in their albums.

            For instance, in Freak the Mighty, by Rod Philbrick, Max would want a picture of himself opening the present from Kevin, a picture of Kevin on his shoulders and a picture of Kevin bursting in to save Max from Killer Kane.

            You may choose the character and the scenes – but they must be from the book. Pictures should be 8 ½  x 5 ½ (that is ½ of a sheet of copy paper) on UNLINED paper. If you do not have copy paper at home, you may ask me and I will give it to you.

            You must put your pictures in a HANDMADE album. You must design and decorate the album cover according to your character’s life’s circumstances and personality. Each picture should have a brief (1-2 sentence explanation on the back. Be sure it explains who is in the scene and what is happening. Ex: (from Max’s album – picture of Kevin on Max’s shoulders)

         If you read a sad book or one with disturbing events (A Child Called It - Lost Boy – The Me Nobody Knew), choose scenes that are memorable because of their impact. If you read a book with several short stories (Chicken Soup – Christmas Stories), choose 10 stories and create pictures of each.

Rubric

Photo album should be created according to assignment guidelines

Each picture should depict an important scene from the book.

Captions should explain the scene and analyze the significance of the scene.

Pictures should fill the entire ½ sheet – no white space.

Pictures should be original artwork and include details from the book.

Cover should thematically represent the story.

Work should be neatly presented and handed in on time.
