



         Research Based Persuasive Essay

Some of the most important writing you will do in your life will be persuasive writing.  Being able to see both sides of an issue, form an educated opinion, and argue logically and coherently by combining statistical data and your perspective will help you in high school, college and beyond.   For our next unit project, you will combine the theories and practice of oral debating that you are learning in Literacy Workshop, effectively using math skills related to data and statistics, and constructing a written argument in English.  


Using the issue you are researching and debating in Literacy Workshop, you will construct a written argument, complete with data and statistics that support your claim.  You must include the data in the written part of your argument and you must create a graphic representation of your statistical findings. This may be in the form of line graphs, bar graphs, pie charts, etc. We will examine and analyze several examples of persuasive essays with data included and you will have models guide your work.  You will need a properly cited bibliography.

Please be sure to have your folder and composition notebook in class everyday.  We will work on introductions, thesis statements, arguments, counter arguments, inclusion of data and conclusions in class as drafts and all final copies will be done at home.  Due dates will be assigned as we go.  Make sure your folder, and the folder contents list, are up to date.  Be sure to check the homework board daily and write all assignments in your agenda.  
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
