Symbolism expressed through a crest or a patch has a rich history that dates back to medieval times when knights used their symbols on their shields to identify each other.  The symbols found on shields eventually evolved into embroidered crests, one of the earliest art forms.  The wearing of a patch also became a fashion statement as well as an expression of beliefs or representation of organizations.  Today, patches continue to be worn for many reasons.  

· Patches are fashionable and also signify members to an organization

· Military units wear patches for unit identification
· Patches are lightweight and durable, and they are relatively inexpensive to design and reproduce

Patches in the space program symbolize several things.  All manned space missions are represented with a mission patch that designed by the astronauts and artists who work together to express the goals of the mission as well as the unique characteristics of each crew member.
